NHS guidance

No doubt you will all have been following the news over the Christmas period and will have heard about the unprecedented levels of sickness across the whole population. In particular, there has been a steep rise in Covid and flu and it is predicted that this will continue to rise as children return to school and adults return to work. In addition to this, there have also been increased cases of scarlet fever across the country. 

With all of this in mind, the advice from NHS currently is that children should stay off school if they are unwell and have a fever. This is to avoid spreading germs and infection further.

If your child has diarrhoea or vomiting, they need to stay off school for a 48 hour period.

If your child tests positive for Covid, the current guidance is to try and stay home and avoid contact with others if possible for 5 days after the day the test was taken.

	School Attendance Procedures
Whilst we anticipate that we are likely to see some sickness related absence this term, we would also like to remind parents and carers about the importance of good attendance and what we expect if you know your child will be absent.

It is really helpful if you can contact school by phone as soon as possible on the day of absence. We have an automated system for parents/carers to leave attendance messages which are then picked up and logged on our system.
Once registers are collected after 9.30am, we then check that every absent child is accounted for. If we haven’t heard from you by this point, we will try to contact you by phone to check that everything is okay. If we are not able to make contact with you by phone, we will try any other emergency contact numbers that we have before making a home visit to check in with you and your child. This is a standard safeguarding procedure so please don’t be upset if we turn up unannounced on your doorstep! A simple phone call to school can avoid this happening.

The government expectation for all primary aged children is to achieve attendance of 95% or above. Anything below 90% attendance is considered to be persistent absence and is likely to result in us needing to raise concerns with you or refer to the Education Welfare Service.
